Go back and review the sheet entitled APA In Text and Reference List Source Documentation. Every time you borrow an idea from a source and use it in your research paper, you must cite the source as in text citations and provide a list of sources in the reference list at the end of your paper. When you cite the sources, you give credit to wherever the borrowed ideas come from. 

This is a two-part assignment: 1. using the information as instructed, write an in text citation after the provided passage. 2. using all the material given, write a reference list s if it would go at the end of a research paper. Again, use the APA In Text and Reference List Source Documentation for guidance. 

Example: On October 28th, 2002, Al Jones wrote Newcastle Goths in BBC Inside Out. The article was collected April 2, 2006 at http://www.bbc.co.uk/insideout/northeast/series1/goths.shtml 

For many of us a Goth is a strange looking creature that resembles a cross between a vampire and a zombie. In reality, Goths are ordinary people who like dressing up and enjoy being part of a lifestyle that is just a little bit unusual (Jones, 2002).

In Text Citation – used as the eighth source in the paper.
